
NOTICE OF SKAMANIA COUNTY’S PROPOSED TITLE III PROJECTS 
FOR FEDERAL FISCAL YEAR 2008 

SECURE RURAL SCHOOLS AND COMMUNITY SELF DETERMINATION ACT OF 2000 
(PUBLIC LAW 106-393) 

 
Skamania County solicited Title III projects from the public and various agencies for 2009.  Funds can be 
used for search, rescue and emergency services on federal lands, salaries and benefits for supervisors 
community service work camps for persons performing mandatory community service on public lands, 
easement purchases on federal lands for non-motorized access to public lands or conservation easements, 
Forest–related after school programs, wildfire prevention and planning, and as match funds for specified 
community forestry projects. 
 
A public meeting will be held at 2:30 p.m. Tuesday, June 2, 2009 in the Skamania County Courthouse, 
Commissioners Meeting Room 18, 240 NW Vancouver Avenue, Stevenson, WA to receive public 
comments regarding proposed Title III Projects for 2009.  Written testimony/comments to be considered 
at the public meeting by the Board of Commissioners must be received by the Clerk of the Board by noon 
on the Thursday preceding the date of the public meeting.  Anyone interested may appear and be heard.

The following Title III projects are being considered for funding by the Board of Commissioners.   
 
REQUESTS FOR CONTINUED FUNDING OF CURRENT TITLE III PROJECTS: 
 
Skamania County Inmate Work Crew, sponsored by Skamania County Sheriff.  To reimburse 
Skamania County Sheriff Department for the supervision of in-custody low risk inmates who perform a 
variety of projects to maintain recreational areas in and around Skamania County.  Total project cost 
$103,669.88. 
Skamania County Sheriff’s Emergency Services, sponsored by Skamania County Sheriff.  To enhance 
and improve the level of search and rescue services in the Gifford Pinchot National Forest and Columbia 
River Gorge NSA, as well as reduce and improve response times to all types of emergency calls.    The 
funds requested are to maintain 1 FTE Road Deputy position, ½ FTE Road Deputy wage and ¼ FTE 
Road Deputy and overtime. Capital costs requested are for MDC & Communications upgrade and to 
provide office space at Pine Creek.  Total project cost $235,274.63. 
North Country EMS St. Helen’s Project, sponsored by North Country Emergency Medical Services.  
To continue to provide emergency medical services to visitors, recreationists, residents, and employees of 
the northwest area of Skamania County including Mt. St. Helen’s National Volcanic Monument located 
in Skamania County.  This project requests funding for personnel to staff an ambulance and rescue 
vehicle for the months of June, July, and August.  Also respond from Yacolt station in other months.  
Total project cost $80,000. 
Forest Youth Success, sponsored by Stevenson-Carson School District 303 and WSU Cooperative 
Extension 4-H.  To continue to provide summer employment for high school age youth to conduct 
projects on the national forest, to teach forest ecology and management, a sense of stewardship of public 
lands, and enhance and develop life skills.  The program request for 2009 includes continued funding for 
a program director, assistant coordinator, eight crew leaders, the employment of up to 48 youth, and 
operating supplies and services.  Total project cost $132,807.00. 



Skamania County Firewise Planning for Woodland Dwellers, sponsored by WSU Cooperative 
Extension.  Project plan is to continue wildfire outreach and education, coordinate fuel reduction projects 
outlined in Community Wildfire Protection Plans (CWPP), train community members to continue 
defensible space and fuel reduction projects, facilitate creation of a local coordinating group, meet with 
the steering committee of each CWPP group to complete five-year planning, and complete a Skamania 
County CWPP.  The request includes salary and benefits for a full time wildfire coordinator plus funds 
for an AmeriCorps Intern.  Total project cost $84,375.00. 
 
REQUESTS FOR FUNDING OF NEW TITLE III PROJECT: 
 
Public Private Partnership Cellular Phone Service Swift Subarea, sponsored by Skamania County 
Commissioners.  The Swift Sub area and Mt. St. Helen’s District have no phone service of any kind.  
Emergency response is severely hampered by this.  The recreation transient population is very large.  In 
the event of a fire the only alert system is by driving to the fire station and pressing a button which sends 
out a radio page.  Cellular service in the area will save lives and property.  US Cellular is preparing to 
install a tower in the area of Swift.  With infusion of monies from the county this project can move back 
to 2009/2010 from 2013.  Total project cost $112,500.00. 
Skamania County Firewise Education, Outreach and Fuels Reduction, sponsored by Underwood 
Conservation District.  The Underwood Conservation District is proposing to directly approach 
landowners of Skamania County to education them one-on-one about the specific risks posed by wildfire.  
UCD will work closely with the Skamania County Firewise program and local fire districts to implement 
ongoing outreach to landowners.  Total project cost $33,052.00
